MISSISSIPPI CODE OF 1942 A5 AMENDED
BE IT ORDAINED BY THE MAYOR AND COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF PICAYUNE IN PEARL RIVER COUNTY, MISSLSSIPPI
that the latest editions of model codes, as hereinafter listed, be adopted as guidelines in dealing with the

general public health, safety or welfare, or a combination of same, of the citizens of said City of Picayune.
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BE IT FURTHER ORDAIRED that said codes shall be printed and be in pamphlet form as now presented to this
governing body as follows:

SECTION 1. Thé Southern Standard Building Code, 1965 Edition with all 1967 amendments; that not less
than six copies of same shall be certified to by the Mayor and City Clerk and shall be filed as a permanent record
in the office of the City Clerk,

SECTICM 2, The Southern Standard Plumbing Code, 1967 Edition; that not less than six copies of same
shall be certified to by!. the Mayor and City Clerk and shall be filed as a permanent record dn the cifice of the
City Clerk.

SECTION 3. The Southern Standard Housing Code, 1965 Edition; that not less than six coples of same shall
be certified to by the Mayor and City Clerk and shall be filed as a permanent record in the office of the City
Clerk.

SECQTION 4. The Southern 5tandard Gas Code, 1965 Edition with 1967 rewvisions; that net less than six
copies of same shall be certified to by the Mayor and City Clerk and shall be filed as a permanent record in the
office of the City Clerk.

SECTION 5. The National Electrical Code, 1965 Edition; that not less than six copies of same shall be
certified to by the Mayor and City Clerk and shall be filed as a permanent record in the office of the City Clerk.

(1) The following listed Housing Code Compliance Program is hereby adopted as the official plan for
Housing Code activity within the corporate limirs of Picayune, Mississippi.

(2) All details of this systematic Housing Code Compliance Program be made known te all citizens of
Picayune and that these details also be made known to all civic organizations, including the Citizens Advisery
Committee with their active support being solicited.

{3} That rhe public safety of said City requires the adoption of this resolution, and being for the
immediate and temporary preservation of the public peace, health and safety shall be in effect from and after its
passage and approval by the Council,

(4) That a copy of this resclution, properly signed, together with a copy of the official Housing Code
Compliance Program be forwarded to the Department of Housing and Urban Development to assure the officials of said
Agency that the required enforcement of the Housing Code of Picayune, Mississippi's Workable program has been met.

The foregoing resolution was intreduced by Councilman H, H. Pepper, seconded by Councilmen F. G. Mac-
donald, Jr., and ynanimously adopted this 2lat day of May, 1968.

HOUSING CODE COMPLIANCE PROGRAM

An examination of housing conditions in the City of Picayune necessitates the inauguration of the fol-
lowing Housing Code Compliance Program:

The City has never adopted a compliance program, but within the last two years have brought twenty-three
structures into compliance without the aid of a compliance program. The remeining structures will bs brought ianto
compliance under this proposed seven vear program. H
Step 1:

The field survey listsz a total of 2,981 dwelling units i thin rhe City of Picayune, Of those units, 1,687 are
censiderad sound, 616 deteriorating, 678 dilapidated. The majority of the substandard dwelling units are found

in the older sections of the city.

The first step in the Program involves strict enforcemtn of the Housing Code on all structures as they become
vacant, with no utilities being provided until the structure has been brought up to standard. Those units that
are not considered as being economically feasible to repair will be eliminated by demolitiom, 1In addition, permits
will hot be issued for repair, remodeling, venovation, or additions prior to the building first being inspected to
ascertain that the work to be accomplished will bring the dwelling unit wp te the Housing Code Standards.

Step 2:

This phase of the Program involves an educational program with participation of the Citizens Advisory Committee
and other local organizations., It is the intent of this step to bring substandard structures up Lo standards
through citizen awareness in the implementation of the provisions of the Housing Code.

Step 3

The Ciry has been delineated into neighborhoods for inspection and compliance as indicated on a map of the City.
Enforcement of the Housing Code will start in Neighborhood Number Qne, Priovity 1, June 1, 1968, The enforcement

program will involve inspections in the neighborhoods as indicated in order of pricrity as follows:

NEIGHBORHOOD 1:

This area is located in the Western section of the City of Picayune, There are a total of 634 residential
structures located in Neighborhood No. 1*, of this total 346 are considered sound and need not have more than a
windshield ipspection. Of the remaining 213 strucrures, 84 are considered deteriorating and 127 dilapidated. 1In-
spections will begin June 1, 1968 and be completed on or before September 15, 1968. The dwelling units having
deficiencies will be noted and steps tzken to correct the existing deficiencies. A seven year program is planned

for Neighborhood L.

NEIGHECRHOOD 2:

Neighborhood 2 lies adjacent to and on the weatern side of the railrvoad track, bounded on the north by East
Hobolochitto Creek and on the south by the industrial area. Of the total 298 structures, 261 are conaidered
standard and 27 substandard. This area will be quite easy to inspect and these deficiencies brought inte com-

pliance, Inspection will begin on September 15, 1968 and be complated on or by November 15, 1968,

* This includes 80 public housing units that will not be inspected.
